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1. PREAMBLE

IIPS is a leading demographic research and teaching Institute with global recognition. Since its
inception in 1956, International Institute for Population Sciences conducts teaching, training and
research in the field of demography and health. Its scope considerably widened with the University
Grants Commission (UGC) conferring upon it the status of Deemed University on August 14, 1985.
Both teaching and research substantially expanded at the Institute over the last decade with launching
of two new Master’s degree programmes, widening the scope of National Family Health Survey
(NFHS) for deriving estimates at district level, undertaking studies on emerging areas of ageing through
Longitudinal Ageing Study of India (LASI) etc.

Undertaking large scale surveys for deriving reliable demographic and health indicators at the state and
district levels are the major strengths of IIPS. The field survey for the National Family Health Survey
5 round (NFHS-5) was launched in 2019-20. In Phase | field work was completed which covered all
the districts in 17 states and 5 Union Territories. Phase Il field work in the remaining states and UTs
was launched, following COVID-19 protocols, towards the end of the year 2020. In addition, IIPS was
also involved in Longitudinal Ageing Study in India (LASI) wave-1 report and preparation of factsheets
of Global Youth Tobacco Study (GYTS) last year. Moreover, 1IPS has been actively engaged in
research relating to contemporary issues of demography and health in India.

The critical area of research at IIPS last year included issues of fertility and family planning,
reproductive and child health issues, nutrition, gender equity and health, Population projection and
ageing. The research students of the Institute are also actively involved in studying various dimensions
of population change such as migration, epidemiological transition, nutrition and health issues of elderly
in India. Dissemination of research findings to policy makers and other interested groups is a focus area
of the Institute. The Institute held several seminars/workshops and training programmes with the motive
of dissemination and capacity building in the area of population and health. Moreover, several research
papers were published or presented at various seminars and conferences for wider discussion and debate
on policy issues.

IIPS also has collaboration with leading demographic and health institutions both in India and abroad.
IIPS collaborates with Population Research Centres (PRCs) and other Institutions for carrying out field
surveys and for other research studies. The Institute works closely with Tata Memorial Hospital and
Bhabha Atomic Research Centre Hospital, Mumbai for research and student exchange. In addition, 1IPS
has research collaboration with Harvard University, USA; University of California, San Diego, USA,;
University of Southern California USA, Max Plank Demographic Research, Germany and University
of Manitoba, Canada.

IIPS is expanding both in terms of its infrastructural facilities and in the thrust areas of research and
teaching. A committee is looking into expanding its teaching and research activities by maintaining the
highest standards of quality in line with the National Education Policy (NEP) 2020. MoHFW continues
to provide all the necessary support in taking the Institute to global standards by engaging in research,
teaching and training with direct policy and programme relevance and positive outcomes.

GOVERNANCE OF THE INSTITUTE

The main governing, academic and administrative bodies of the Institute are as follows:

General Council: The General Council is the supreme policy making,
governing and appellate body of the Institute. The Hon’ble Union Minister of
Health and Family Welfare is the President of the General Council.

Executive Council: The Executive Council has full power and authority to
perform all acts, matters, things and deeds which may be necessary or expedient
for the purpose of the Institute. The Secretary, Ministry of Health & Family
Welfare is the Chairperson of the Executive Council.

Standing Finance Committee:  The Standing Finance Committee considers
and recommends for approval the annual budget, annual audited accounts and
new financial proposals which may arise during the course of the year and which
may not have already been provided for in the budget. The Additional Secretary
(AS) & Financial Advisor (FA), Ministry of Health and Family Welfare,
Government of India is the Chairperson of the Standing Finance Committee.

Academic Council: The Academic Council is the academic body of the
Institute and shall, subject to the provisions of the Memorandum of Association
and Rules and Regulations, have the control over, and be responsible for, the
maintenance of standards of education, research and examination within the
Institute, and shall exercise such other powers and perform such other duties as
may be assigned from time to time. The Director & Sr. Professor, IIPS is the
Chairperson of the Academic Council.

Board of Studies and Research: The Board of Studies and Research is to
ensure the standards of education, research and examine the research project
proposal and progress reports within the Institute, and shall exercise such other
powers and perform such other duties as may be assigned to it from time to
time. The Director & Sr. Professor, IIPS is the Chairperson of the Board of
Studies and Research.

FUNDING OF THE INSTITUTE

The Institute is fully funded by the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare (MoHFW),
Government of India (GOI), MoHFW released a grant-in-aid of Rs.52,26,74,000/-
inclusive of Rs. 11,69,05,000/- under salary, Rs. 19,31,69,000/- crores under general
and Rs. 21,26,00,000/- crores under capital during the year 2020-21 for academic,
administrative and development activities of the Institute.

4.

NATIONALLY IMPORTANT STUDIES

IIPS is conducting many nationally important research studies at the behest of the
MoHFW, GOI as well as other International Organizations. Some of the nationally
important research studies underway in the Institute are given below:
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4.1 National Family Health Survey -5

The National Family Health Survey 2019-20 (NFHS-5), the fifth in the NFHS series, provides
information on population, health, and nutrition for India and each state/union territory (UT). Like
NFHS-4, NFHS-5 also provides district-level estimates for many important indicators.

The contents of NFHS-5 are similar to NFHS-4 to allow comparisons over time. However, NFHS-5
includes some new topics, such as preschool education, disability, access to a toilet facility, death
registration, bathing practices during menstruation, and methods and reasons for abortion. The scope of
clinical, anthropometric, and biochemical testing (CAB) has also been expanded to include
measurement of waist and hip circumferences, and the age range for the measurement of blood pressure
and blood glucose has been expanded. HIV testing has been dropped. The NFHS-5 sample has been
designed to provide national, state/union territory (UT), and district level estimates of various indicators
covered in the survey. However, estimates of indicators of sexual behaviour; husband’s background
and woman’s work; HIV/AIDS knowledge, attitudes and behaviour; and domestic violence are
available only at the state/union territory (UT) and national levels.

The main objective of each successive round of the NFHS has been to provide high-quality data on
health and family welfare and emerging issues in this area. NFHS-5 data will be useful in setting
benchmarks and examining the progress the health sector has made over time. Besides providing
evidence for the effectiveness of ongoing programmes, the data from NFHS-5 help in identifying the
need for new programmes with an area specific focus and identifying groups that are most in need of
essential services.

NFHS-5 data collection in the various states/UTs was conducted in two phases. In the phase 1
states/UTs, the fieldwork was conducted in June-December, 2019. The fieldwork in phase 2 states/UTs
was initiated in January, 2020 but had to be abruptly discontinued from 20 March, 2020 due the COVID-
19 pandemic followed by the nationwide lockdown announced by the Government of India. The field
work in the phase 2 states/UTs was put on hold for almost 7 months.

After the national lockdown was lifted, in October, 2020 IIPS, under the guidance of MoHFW, started
assessing the feasibility of restarting fieldwork in the phase 2 states/UTs. The revisions to be made in
the protocols in the context of conducting fieldwork in a COVID environment were formulated.
Suggestions and necessary permissions were sought from the Ministry and other stake holders.

The new protocols related to COVID and other modifications in carrying out the fieldwork were
formulated and approved by the TAC. A detailed SOP giving details of the strategies to conduct survey
in the COVID environment was developed for the implementing Field Agencies and field staff. A
revised timeline was also set taking all these aspects into consideration. Also, some of the new protocols
meant additional costs for which the Ministry reviewed and sanctioned the budget. The SOP outlined
the revised survey protocols to be followed while conducting fieldwork in the pandemic situation.
NFHS-5 is considered to be the one and only largescale household based survey to have successfully
conducted the fieldwork in a pandemic situation by stringently following all COVID protocols laid
down and by ensuring that data quality was not compromised at any level.

The survey protocols were revised at different levels — team, individual and community. Protective
measures were laid down for survey teams and respondents to prevent COVID-19 infection. To
minimize data deviance some structural changes were made in data collection protocols and CAPI
programme. CAB protocols in the context of COVID-19 and protective measures to be followed during
CAB tests were implemented. To spread COVID-19 related awareness, information brochures were
prepared and shared with individuals, households and community during fieldwork.
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IIPS organized virtual meetings with phase 2 Field Agencies and made presentations covering new
protocols laid down for different aspects of the survey to be conducted in the post lockdown period.
Data collection in the phase 2 states/UTs resumed around end-November 2020 and December, 2020
and got extended by about one month due to the second wave of COVID. Fieldwork in all phase 2
states/UTs was completed by 29 April, 2021.

The state reports for the 17 phase 1 states and Jammu & Kashmir were prepared and uploaded on the
NFHS website in March, 2021, and work related to printing of these reports is in progress.

Compendium of fact sheets for the first phase states are being printed for circulation among state and
district level health officials. An exhaustive statewise mailing list of all stakeholders including national,
state and district level government health departments, NGOs, etc. is being prepared for use during
distribution of the compendium.

I1PS organized for users of NFHS-5 data a webinar entitled “Technical Deciphering of NFHS-5 Results
— Methodological Perspectives” and topical presentations were made highlighting these results
alongwith the technicalities involved in conducting largescale surveys like NFHS-5 and how to
correctly interpret the results. The webinar was conducted on December 24, 2020 from 3.00 PM to 5.00
PM. More than 1,000 participants registered for this workshop.

The results show substantial increase in maternal and child health indicators over NFHS-4, thereby
strengthening the prospect of achieving SDGs on maternal and child health before 2030. However, C-
section deliveries have increased, posing a real challenge for the programme. Anaemia remains high
among children and adults. There is considerable improvement in vaccination coverage among children
aged 12-23 months across all States/UTs. Despite state level improvements in MCH indicators, implicit
heterogeneity among social groups and across districts is a real challenge for future.

Many phase 1 States/UTs have shown considerable improvement in women’s empowerment indicators,
like women owning house or land or both, participation in household decisions, having a bank account,
and having a mobile phone that they themselves use. NFHS-5 results show considerable decline in
spousal violence in most phase 1 States/UTs.

Stunting among children remained unchanged in most of the phase 1 States/UTs. It declined
significantly in Bihar, Meghalaya and Sikkim. On the other hand, there have been significant increases
in Telangana and Tripura, which might have resulted due to compositional changes in the population
due to the creation of new districts and sampling done at the district level. Among adults, body mass
index (BMI) below normal has reduced across most phase 1 States/UTs for both women and men.
Prevalence of elevated blood pressure (hypertension) among men is somewhat higher than in women
with at least one-fifth of women and men suffering from hypertension. For both women and men, there
is a lot of variation in the high or very high random blood glucose levels across the phase 1 States/UTs.
Men are more likely to have slightly higher blood glucose levels in the range of high or very high
compared to women across States/UTSs.

4.2 Longitudinal Ageing Study in India (LASI)

The Longitudinal Ageing Study in India (LASI) is a national survey of scientific investigation of the
health, economic, and social determinants and consequences of population ageing in India. The LASI
is a panel survey representative of older adults and elderly population aged 45 years and above for India
and its states and union territories. The LASI is India’s first and the world’s largest longitudinal ageing
study that provides a database for designing policies and programmes for the older population in the
broad domains of social, health and economic wellbeing. The LASI is internationally harmonised with
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the Health and Retirement Study (HRS) and its sister studies around the world to enable cross-national
comparisons.

LASI is undertaken under the aegis of the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare (MoHFW),
Government of India, under the National Programme for Health Care of Elderly (NPHCE). The
International Institute for Population Sciences (I1IPS), Mumbai is the nodal institution for implementing
LASI in collaboration with Harvard T.H. Chan School of Public Health (HSPH) and University of
Southern California (USC), USA.

The main objective of the LASI is to provide a comprehensive scientific evidence based on
demographics, household economic status, chronic health conditions, symptom-based health
conditions, functional health, mental health (cognition and depression), biomarkers, health insurance
and healthcare utilization, family and social networks, social welfare programmes, work and
employment, retirement, satisfaction, and life expectations.

The LASI, wave 1 covered a panel sample of 72,250 individuals aged 45 years and above, including
31,464 elderly persons aged 60 years and above and 6,749 oldest-old persons aged 75 years and above
from 35 states and union territories (UTs) of India. The LASI Wave 1 field survey was conducted from
April 2017 to December 2018.

Factsheets of 35 states and union territories were prepared, which provided information on important
key indicators on health and socio-economic variables. 190 indicators are given for all the states and
union territories. Indicators are presented at household level by rural and urban; at individual level it is
presented by age group (45-59 years) & (60 years and above), gender (Male/Female) and residence
(Rural/Urban). India factsheet is also available. The factsheets were released by Dr. Harsh Vardhan,
Hon’ble Minister of Health and Family Welfare, Govt. of India on 6™ January, 2021 at New Delhi.
Factsheets can be downloaded from the 11PS website: https://iipsindia.ac.in/content/lasi-publications

After technical review of all the chapters by subject experts and LASI coordinators and collaborators,
they were finalized. There are 16 chapters in the LASI national report. Various chapters cover different
domains like housing and environment, household consumption, assets and debts, household income
and insurance coverage. At the individual level, chapters deal with work, retirement and pension, family
and social networks, health status (measured and self-reported), mental health, health behaviors, health
care access and utilization and awareness and utilization of various social welfare programs. National
report was released by Dr. Harsh Vardhan, Hon’ble Minister of Health and Family Welfare, Govt. of
India on 6™ June 2021 at a function in New Delhi. The report is now available for researchers and policy
makers and can be downloaded from IIPS website: https://iipsindia.ac.in/content/lasi-publications

LASI Wave 1 data set was released in January 2021. This includes household, individual, bio-markers
and community data sets. LASI Data sets may be requested by filling a data request form given on IIPS
website: https://iipsindia.ac.in/content/data-request.

Four webinars were conducted after the release of national report. One webinar was organized by the
Ministry of Health and Family Welfare on January 6, 2021 after releasing the report. Second webinar
was organized by 1IPS on major findings of LASI on economic, social and health dimensions. Third
webinar was organized by international collaborators on LASI study and LASI data files. Fourth one
was organized in March 2021 as part of the International Seminar of 1IPS, a plenary session was devoted
to present the major findings of LASI. The national media channels and newspapers covered extensively
on the LASI findings and their implications.
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The Wave 2 survey is expected to be undertaken during 2022-23. Module wise revision of wave 1
instruments as well as the CAPI programming are in progress. Along with other modifications and
additions for wave 2 survey, based on the experiences and responses of wave 1, one additional module
related to COVID-19 will also be considered.

4.3 Study of Global Ageing and Adult Health (SAGE) India - 2 and 3

The Study of Global Ageing and Adult Health (SAGE) is a global longitudinal study initiated in 2007
by the World Health Organization (WHO) in six countries- India, China, Ghana, Mexico, the Russian
Federation and South Africa. The goals of SAGE are to (a) promote a better understanding of the effects
of Ageing on wellbeing; (b) examine the health status of individuals aged 50-plus as well as changes,
trends and patterns that occur over time; and (c) improve the capacity of researchers to analyze the
effects of social, economic, health care and policy changes on current and future health conditions.
SAGE provides a baseline and longitudinal health-related data on older persons in the middle- and low-
income countries. It is mainly focused at improving the empirical evidence based on the health and
wellbeing of older adults in developing countries, by examining health differences across individuals,
countries and regions. SAGE India provides reliable, valid and comparable data on levels of health
across the range of key domains for adult population aged 50+ years of nationally representative sample.
It examines patterns and dynamics of age-related changes in health and wellbeing. It supplements and
cross-validate self-reported measures of health and improves the comparability of self-reported
measures through measured performance tests for selected domains. SAGE-India wave 1 was
undertaken by IIPS in 2007.

Face-to-face interviews were used to collect information about the physical characteristics of the
dwelling/ household; a household roster, including the sex, age, marital status, education, and care needs
of each household member; cash and non-cash transfers into and out of the household; household
income and expenditures; work history and benefits; health and health behaviours; chronic conditions;
health care utilization; social networks; subjective well-being and quality of life; and impact of
caregiving. The health status of individuals was also assessed with the help of the following biomarkers:
anthropometry (weight, height, BMI, waist-to-hip ratio); physical tests (timed walk, handgrip strength,
lung function, vision tests, blood pressure); cognition tests (verbal fluency, immediate and delayed
verbal recall, digit span); and blood tests (from consenting respondents, to test for anaemia, diabetes,
and cardiovascular disease).

After the completion of the report preparation, an extensive review and editing of the report was carried
out by the project team. The WHO-SAGE Wave-2 India report has been released and is now available
for the public at- https://iipsindia.ac.in/content/SAGE-wave-2. The data is also available on request
from the link - https://iipsindia.ac.in/content/SAGE-data . The India report includes ten chapters- (i)
Introduction, (ii) Methodology, (iii) Household and Individual respondent characteristics, (iv) Income,
consumption, transfer and retirement, (v) Risk factors and health behaviors, (vi) Health status, (vii)
Morbidity and interventions, (viii) Health examination and biomarkers, (ix) Health care utilization,
system responsiveness and financing, and (x) Subjective wellbeing and quality of life.

For SAGE Wave 2 in India, 6560 respondents aged 50-plus years was followed from the 2007 SAGE
Wave 1. In addition to this sample, new respondents were recruited to meet the targeted sample size in
order to adjust for attrition and other biases inherent to longitudinal survey designs. Similar to SAGE
1, the SAGE Wave 2 (2015) India was implemented in the same six states to ensure a representative
sample — Assam, Karnataka, Maharashtra, Rajasthan, Uttar Pradesh and West Bengal. The same
primary sampling units (PSUs) and households covered in the 2007 Wave 1 comprised the follow-up
sample for Wave 2 in 2015. SAGE Wave 2 India included 9,116 completed interviews: 1,998 interviews
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with persons aged 18-49 years (1,165 women and 833 men) and 7,118 interviews with persons aged
50-plus years (3,781 women and 3,337 men) from 8152 interviewed households.

The SAGE Wave 3 survey was undertaken in 2019-20 in six states of India. The Wave 3 is the complete
follow-up study of the Wave-2 (2015) and includes 6074 completed households and 7892 completed
individuals (including 6728 samples of 50 plus years and a smaller sample of 1164 aged 18-49 years).
We are currently in the process of data analysis, and simultaneously, the draft chapter preparation for
the India report has also been initiated.

4.4 Global Youth Tobacco Survey-4 (GYTS-4), India, 2019

In 2018-19, the Ministry of Health and Family Welfare (MoHFW), Gol, designated the International
Institute for Population Sciences (I1PS) as the Nodal Agency for implementation of the Fourth round
of Global Youth Tobacco Survey, (GYTS-4) India - 2019. The Global Youth Tobacco Survey (GYTYS),
a component of the Global Tobacco Surveillance System (GTSS), is a global standard for systematically
monitoring youth tobacco use (smoking and smokeless) and tracking key tobacco control indicators.
GYTS is a cross-sectional, nationally representative, school-based survey of students in grades
associated with ages 13 to 15 years that captures data comparable within and across countries. It collects
data about ever and current use of tobacco among youth aged 13-15 years, their knowledge about and
attitude towards the use of tobacco, their attempts to give up its use, parental use of tobacco and school
level data about initiatives taken to monitor and control tobacco use in school premises. It assists
countries in fulfilling their obligations under the World Health Organization (WHO) Framework
Convention on Tobacco Control (FCTC) to generate comparable data within and across countries.

GYTS-4 uses a global standardized methodology that includes a two-stage sample design with schools
selected with a probability proportional to the enrolment size. The classes within selected schools are
chosen randomly and all students in selected classes are eligible to participate in the survey. The survey
uses a standard core questionnaire with a set of optional questions that countries can adopt to measure
and track key tobacco control indicators. The questionnaire covers the following topics: tobacco use
(smoking and smokeless), cessation, secondhand smoke (SHS), pro- and anti-tobacco media and
advertising, access to and availability of tobacco products, and knowledge and attitudes regarding
tobacco use. The questionnaire is self-administered; using paper sheets, it is anonymous and ensures
confidentiality. The GYTS-4 is a national level survey and covers all states and union territories. Around
1,00,000 students will be covered from around 1,000 selected schools in the country.

The fieldwork (data collection) in all the states/UTs was successfully completed in the last quarter of
2019-20. The regular activities of the project were disrupted by the COVID-19 pandemic when most
activities were carried out virtually thereby, slowing down the pace of work.

After several rounds of discussion within the Technical Advisory Committee, the factsheets were
finalised. The factsheets were released by the Hon’ble Cabinet Minister, MoHFW. The report
preparation is underway and is expected to be completed soon.

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i.  Doctor of Philosophy in Population Studies/Bio-Statistics & Demography (Ph.D.)

The Institute has a highly qualified faculty to guide students admitted to the Ph.D. programme
through a highly competitive process that involves their previous academic records, online entrance
test, proposal writing, followed by personal interview.

A total of 174 students are pursuing Ph.D. Of them, 42 are recipients of the Government of India
Research Fellowship, 77 are recipients of the UGC Fellowship, one is a recipient of BANR
Fellowship, one student is a recipient of MANF. There are 3 part-time PhD scholars currently
pursuing their thesis work. In addition, 14 students have submitted their thesis, and 10 students have
presented their Synopsis.

ii. Master of Philosophy (M.Phil.) in Population Studies/Bio-Statistics and Demography

In the current academic year, 74 students were admitted to the M.Phil. programme and all have
successfully completed the requirements of the course.

iii. Master of Arts/Science (M.A./M.Sc.) in Population Studies

The course is of two years duration. This academic year 21 students were admitted with the
Government of India fellowship programme. Further, 22 students have qualified for the award
of the degree in the current year. The list of students receiving M.A./M.Sc. degree is given in
Appendix 111-3.

iv. Master of Science in Bio-Statistics and Demography (MBD)

The course is of two-years duration. This academic year 31 students were admitted with Government
of India fellowship. In addition, 34 students were qualified for the award of the degree.

v. Master of Population Studies (MPS)

Holders of a Master’s Degree from any recognized university in relevant social science subjects are
eligible for admission to the Master of Population Studies course. In this academic year, 41 students
were admitted to MPS with the Government of India fellowship and all qualified for the award
of the degree.

vi. Diploma in Health Promotion Education (DHPE)

This course is of one-year duration. During the current academic year, 27 students have successfully
completed the course and qualified for the award of the diploma.

vii.  Post-Graduate Diploma in Community Health Care (PGDCHC)

This course is of one-year duration. During the current academic year, 10 students have successfully
completed the course and qualified for the award of the diploma.

viii. Post-Doctoral Fellowship (PDF)
Three students are presently pursuing Post-Doctoral training and their details are presented in
Appendix IV-4.

I1. Distance Learning Courses

The Institute has been recognized by the Distance Education Council for offering M.A. in Population
Studies through Distance Learning.
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i. M.A. inPopulation Studies (DISTANCE LEARNING)

On the recommendation of the University Grants Commission, the Institute had started M.A. in
Population Studies course for graduate degree holders from the academic year 2017-18. This year,
22 students have completed all the requirements for the award of M.A. in Population Studies
(Distance Learning). Currently 284 students are enrolled in this programme.

ii. Master of Population Studies (MPS) (DISTANCE LEARNING)

This course is of two-years’ duration, although students have the flexibility of completing it in a
maximum period of four years. This year, 18 students completed all the requirements for the award
of MPS degree (Distance Learning). Presently, 163 students are enrolled in this programme.

1. Term Paper / Dissertation / Ph.D Thesis

The seminar paper/dissertation constitutes a crucial part of the teaching programme of the Institute,

as it contributes significantly to the development of research potential of the students. Towards the
end of the course, all students enrolled in various courses at the Institute are required to prepare a
Term Paper (for MPS) or a dissertation (for M.A./M.Sc. in Population Studies, MBD, M.Phil.)

under the guidance of a faculty supervisor. The students present their term papers / dissertations in

a specially organized Student-Faculty Seminar. Appendix V provides the list of students with the

title of their Ph.D thesis who have qualified for the Doctor of Philosophy degree during the current
Academic Year 2020-21.

7. TRAINING PROGRAMS

I1PS has a well-established Short Term Training Program (STTP) Unit. The unit periodically
organizes training programs for professionals, teachers from universities/colleges, research scholars,
NGOs, Government officials and students from India and abroad. The training programs are usually
of one to two weeks’ duration addressing contemporary and relevant themes related to population,
health, development, methods of data collection, analysis of large survey data, application of statistical
software etc.

This academic year, 1IPS has organized the following training programs through online mode:

7.1 Programme for Officials of Population Research Centers on Research methods and
techniques

IIPS organized a month-long online Training Program for the staff of Population Research Centres
(PRCs) of India at the request of the MoHFW. A total of eleven online courses were designed and
training was organized from 9" June to 4™ July 2020. Over 85 participants from 17 PRCs and
representatives from the MoHFW attended the courses. The main purpose of the course was to enhance
the capacity of the PRCs on various methods in demography and research analysis and writing. The
main topics covered included improving writing, ethical issues in population and health research,
developing survey research tool, sampling, monitoring and evaluation, population projection,
orientation for the use of various statistical packages for data analysis etc.

7.2 Training Programme on “Qualitative Research Methods in Demography and Health”

This was a 6-day online training programme on “Qualitative Research Methods in Demography and
Health” organized from 23-28 November 2020. A total of 22 participants (7 from 1IPS and 15 from
outside) from various disciplines across the country participated in this course. The main objective of
the training programme was to train young researchers about using various tools and techniques of
qualitative methods and their application in the field of demography and health research. This training
programme was divided into three sections- 1) conceptualization and designing of qualitative study; 2)
data collection techniques and tools; and 3) qualitative data analysis. On the first day, Overview of
Qualitative research, Research Design and Sampling Methods were covered. On the second day, some
pertinent topics like, Guidelines; Data Collection Skills, Data Documentation & Management and
Ethical Considerations were discussed. The subsequent two and half days were dedicated to teaching
and learning about different tools for data collection. In the last two days, participants were trained on
content analysis and given exposure to the analytical software called ATLAS.ti.
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In addition to the IIPS faculty, Prof. Ajay Bailey (Utrecht University, Utrecht, The Netherlands) and
Dr. Sreeparna Chattopadhyay (Independent Researcher) handled classes for the training programme.

7.3 Workshop on Applied Econometrics Methods

Applied Econometrics Methods workshop was conducted under Geo-Spatial Mapping Project, 1IPS.
The project was conducted from 29" August - 30" November, 2020. The classes were conducted twice
a week on a virtual platform. The workshop was conducted in collaboration with Dr. Sowmya Dhanaraj
from Madras School of Economics, Chennai. Around 50 students participated in the 20 days (2 hours
each) long workshop. Participants were mostly pursuing Doctoral and M.Phil. courses and a few
working professionals in the field of population and development also joined the course. Participants
were from T Mumbai, Lords Education and Health Society- Wadhwani Initiative for Sustainable
Healthcare (LEHS|WISH), Manipur Technical University, Tata Institute for Social Sciences, and
Department of Economics- Manipur University.

The workshop focused on Econometric methods with theoretical knowledge and applications on the
data in STATA software. The main topics were regression analysis, multiple regression analysis,
CLRM assumptions and violation, dummy variables, discrete response models, panel data modelling,

two variable regressions, asymptomatic, endogeneity (instrumental variable and 2SLS modelling),

heteroskedastic (GLS and WLS), autocorrelation etc.

The workshop was inaugurated by the Director and Senior Professor, Prof. K.S. James. He described
the importance of learning and deriving equations and modelling in the field of demography and
population studies. Prof. S. Unisa highlighted the importance of conducting such workshops. Dr. L.K.
Dwivedi briefed about the objectives of the workshop and Mr. Anjani Kumar Mishra introduced the
speakers of the workshop to the participants. The training was conducted by giving assignments and in
the subsequent classes, participants discussed their doubts. The participants also shared their research
topic and method related questions/doubts every day at the end of the class.

On the last day, Ms. Srei Chanda proposed the vote of thanks to the organizers and resource persons.
Participants were highly motivated, spontaneous and happy to participate in this workshop and were
confident that the knowledge gathered during this workshop would be helpful in enhancing their
academic skills and research work.

The Training program on Family Planning Estimation tool was organized by the Department of
Mathematical Demography & Statistics on 20" and 23™ January 2021. A total of 26 Ph.D. students
attended the training workshop. The objective of the training program was to understand the innovative
model (FPET) designed to develop an estimate of mMCPR, unmet need, and demand for family planning
beyond the date of the last survey and in future.

The first day of the workshop introduced the family planning estimation tool by demonstrating the
statistical theory behind the tool and how it could help to forecast the future contraceptive estimates
with the help of all available data for a specific country or region. The superiority of this tool in
comparision to other methods was also explained. The second day of the workshop demonstrated about
handling the software to generate family planning estimates. By taking examples from India and a few
other countries, the students were asked to generate their own files so as to get a better understanding
of the software. It was also demonstrated how one could compare the estimates of two regions nested
within the country.

Since January 2020, it has created uneasiness in the social system. She
explained the theory of risk and trust to understand the consequences of this
fear and anxiety among people during the lockdown and post lockdown &
phases. During the pandemic, the structured intervention process broke  Guest speaker Prof. Sujata Patel
people's trust on the system and affected their lives and the economy. This

pandemic created boundaries and borders between neighbours and groups, within middle classes and
slums, within localities and wards, districts and states, and across the country. The prevailing situation
made people accept that they live in a risk prone society. In pandemic times, the health system in most
of the states focused on COVID-19, while preventive health or non-communicable diseases got low
priority. Prof. Sujata Patel concluded that the pandemic had given us an opportunity to understand how
the withdrawal of the state from governance raised insecurity and risks.

The lecture was followed by an interesting question and answer session. The event was attended by
former 1IPS faculty members, I1PS faculty, research staff, students and invitees from various academic
and research institutions.

He
spoke on the topic entitled, “Models to Study Birth Intervals and Parity
Progression Ratios”. He mentioned that the timing of births can be
viewed as a major determinant of population change that can provide
insight into the mechanisms underlying the fertility behaviour of a
population by disaggregating the reproductive process. In his talk, he
discussed different models to study birth interval and also explained the

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8.3 IIPS International Seminar, 2021
The 1IPS organised an international seminar on "Pandemic and Population Dynamics" on 18-20 March

2021 using a virtual platform. The seminar had six plenary sessions: Estimation & Projections of
Pandemic, Census Estimates for 2021: Methods and Rationale, Public Health in the Era of Pandemic,
Psycho-socio and Economic Impact of COVID-19, Major Findings of NFHS-5, and Overview &
Findings of Longitudinal Ageing Study in India (LASI). Additionally, there were 18 technical sessions
addressed towards the theme of the seminar. In the technical sessions, ninety-four research papers were
presented, selected after rigorous pre-decided criteria.

Plenary speakers were from the field of population, public health, mathematics, engineering, social
science and social work. Organisational affiliation of the speakers of plenary and technical sessions was
from reputed universities, research institutes, international organisations, and NGOs. Studies presented
during the seminar were based on in-depth analysis of the COVID-19 situation during the plenary and
technical sessions, using Acrtificial Intelligence and other methods. Papers presented on the impact of
the pandemic covered all aspects of population dynamics - marriage, fertility, family planning, abortion,
morbidity & mortality, migration & remittances and gender issues. The discussion held during the three
days of the seminar would be helpful for policy makers and programme people. It would also help
young scholars learn the nuance of research on specific issues.

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2. LASI Dissemination Webinar

International Institute for Population Sciences (IIPS) organized a dissemination webinar on the major
findings of Longitudinal Ageing Study in India (LASI) Wave 1 on January 27, 2021 through the virtual
platform. Earlier, Dr. Harsh Vardhan, Hon’ble Union Minister for Health & Family Welfare,
Government of India, had released the Report of the Longitudinal Ageing Study in India (LASI) on
January 6, 2021 in New Delhi. LASI data was also released to researchers by IIPS immediately after
releasing the report and fact sheets. This dissemination webinar was to mainly focus on the scope,
methodology and major findings of the LASI study. LASI covered over 72000 individuals across India
and dealt with social, economic and health dimensions (including biomarkers) of India’s growing
elderly population. This dissemination event was attended by over 200 researchers across the globe.
This webinar was chaired by Prof. K.S. James, Director & Sr. Professor, IIPS. The major findings were
presented by the Pls and Co-PIs of LASI during this webinar. In his presentation, Prof. David E. Bloom
(Harvard T.H. Chan School of Public Health) provided an overview of LASI over the years. Prof.
Jinkook Lee (University of Southern California) talked about the Methodology and Instruments used in
the largest ageing study in the world. Prof. P. Arokiasamy (former Indian PI of LASI) presented the
important findings on the Health Conditions and Biomarkers of older adults, and Prof. T.V. Sekher
(current Indian PI of LASI) spoke about the Social dimensions and Social Security Programmes for the
elderly in India. Prof. S.K. Mohanty presented issues related to Household Economic Well-being,
Prof. D.A. Nagdeve gave his talk on Housing, Environment and Work conditions, Dr. Dipti Govil talked
about Health Care Access, Utilization and Insurance of aged population and Dr. Sarang Pedgaonkar
discussed the major findings on the Functional Health & Health behaviors of India’s elderly. The
presentations were followed by a question and answer session.

12 OTHER ACTIVITIES OF THE INSTITUTE

A. Release of NFHS-5 Phase | Factsheets

Dr. Harsh VVardhan, Union Minister of Health and Family Welfare, Government of India, released the
Factsheets of key indicators on population, reproductive and child health, family welfare, nutrition
and others for 22 States/UTs of the first Phase of the 2019-20 National Family Health Survey (NFHS-
5) on Universal Health Coverage Day on December 12, 2020. The fact sheets were subsequently
made available on the MoHFW and NFHS websites. The results of NFHS-5 generated huge interest
among various stakeholders.

These 22 Phase-1 States/UTs are Andhra Pradesh, Assam,
Bihar, Goa, Gujarat, Himachal Pradesh, Karnataka, Kerala,
Maharashtra, Manipur, Meghalaya, Mizoram, Nagaland,
Sikkim, Telangana, Tripura, West Bengal, Andaman
Nicobar Island, Dadra and Nagar Haveli and Daman and
Diu, Jammu & Kashmir, Ladakh and Lakshadweep. The
main objective of successive rounds of the NFHS is to
provide reliable and comparable datasets on health, family
welfare and other emerging issues. Four rounds of NFHS
(1992-93, 1998-99, 2005-06 and 2015-16) have been
successfully completed in India. All the rounds of NFHS
have been conducted by the International Institute for Population Sciences (IIPS), Mumbai.
The NFHS-5 is being conducted in around 6.1 lakh sample households to provide disaggregated data
up to district levels. This data so generated when completed would be comparable with NFHS-4
without any loss of information. The state factsheet released include information on 131 key
indicators. The district level factsheets comprise 342 districts of these Phase | States/UTs.

B. Release of LASI Project Report

Dr. Harsh Vardhan, Hon’ble Union Minister for Health & Family Welfare, Government of India,
released the Report and fact sheets of the Longitudinal Ageing Study in India (LASI) on January 6,
2021.

The LASI is a full-scale national survey of scientific investigation of the health, economic, and social
determinants and consequences of population ageing in India. The LASI is a national representative
survey of 72,250 older adults aged 45 years and above across states and union territories of India. It is
the world’s largest and India’s first longitudinal ageing study. The LASI study is internationally
harmonized, enabling cross-national analysis of ageing, health, economic status, and social behaviours,
thereby, laying the foundation for national and state-level policies to address the challenges presented
by increasing burden of diseases and ageing population in India.

Ms. Vandana Gurnani, AS & MD-NHM, Prof. Rajiv Garg, Professor of Excellence, Prof. K.S. James-
Director & Sr. Professor, IIPS, Shri. Vishal Chauhan, Joint Secretary-NCD and Dr. Gowri N. Sengupta,
ADG- NPHCE spoke on this occasion.
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Following the release of the LASI Report, a Stakeholders’ Workshop
was organized by the National Programme for Health Care of the
Elderly (NPHCE) to discuss the LASI findings related to
Comprehensive Geriatric Care Assessment and Delivery. Panel -1 of
the workshop had expert views on the LASI Findings and implications,
whereas Panel-2 had discussions on Comprehensive Geriatric Care
Services delivered within the existing National Health Programs.

It holds about 86,749 books,
17,943 bound volumes of periodicals, 17,151 reprints and 640 audio-visual materials and subscribes to
over 300 (Print + Online) journals. There are 27,420 research articles from the core journals and edited
books indexed and made available through Online Public Access Catalogue (OPAC). The library has a
collection on population studies and its principle domains including, philosophy, psychology, religion,
sociology, statistics, economics, education, mathematics, anthropology, public health, history,
geography, etc. The library provides a host of information services to its users like Current Awareness,
New Additions, Selective Dissemination of Information, Online Public Access Catalogue (OPAC),
Document Delivery Service, Photocopy facilities, Reference Service, Bibliographic service, metadata
interpolation and so on.

The library has a special collection of all the census volumes published in the pre-independence period
(Census of India 1872 to 1941 in PDF format) till the latest Census 2011. The library provides access
to the several online databases like JSTOR, SCIENCE DIRECT (social science collection), SCOPUS,
INDIASTAT and other leading publishers’ online collection relevant to health and population sciences.
The library provides remote access through iProx21 for 2000+ online (full-text) journals to the
authorized users.

The 1IPS library has an institutional membership with INFLIBNET (UGC), DELNET, IASLIC, NIRD,
IASSI and is exploring maximum services for the benefit of the Institute. The Institute is an active
member of Shodhganga, Indcat programmes of the INFLIBNET of UGC.

The library has a reading hall equipped with comfortable furniture, air-condition and Wifi facility. The
working hours of the library are from 8 a.m. to 11.00 p.m. (Mon-Fri) and 9.30 a.m. to 6.00 p.m. on
Saturdays. The library is in the process of creating Institutional repository i.e. digitizing the Institute
publications to provide remote access to its patrons. An introduction of Radio Frequency Identification
(RFID) to the library, Identification of Core Collection of Population Studies; digitization of State level
Census Volumes of India are the major activities of the 11PS library in 2021.

Dr. K. Praveen Kumar is the Library and Information Officer.
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14. INFORMATION COMMUNICATION AND TECHNOLOGY UNIT

Information, Communication, and Technology (ICT) Unit provides an effective and developmental
ICT service to the faculty, staff, and students of the Institute. The unit manages the information
technology infrastructure to provide IT services; the ICT division evaluates and installs the proper
hardware and software necessary to keep the network functioning properly. Under the National
Knowledge Network project, the Institute has acquired a 1-GBPS internet link from NIC. The IIPS
Local Area Network comprises both wired (fibre optic) and wireless (Wi-Fi) networks and connects
all computers and mobile devices in the Institute. Students, staff, and faculty have 24*7 internet
access on the campus. The Unit monitors the network for security breaches, responds to cyber-attacks,
keeping organizations safe from malicious digital attacks, implementing and running security software,
scanning for abnormalities, upgrading systems Monitor and configure networks to optimize
performance, and resolve faults.

The ICT unit is equipped with the latest core i7 or higher generation computers. Moreover, the
necessary statistical software, such as IBM SPSS Version 26, STATA Version 16, SAS 9.4, and
ArcGIS Pro 2.x, NVIVO required to analyse demographic datasets are installed with a multiuser
license. In addition, important software such as MORTPAK, Endnote X7, and ATLAS.ti have also
been installed. The IT department creates, maintains, and updates information on the institute's
website & Social media account regularly. The webmaster and professionals in the ICT division
design the website's layout, write the programming code, and test its usability. The unit provides
webmail service enabling remote access to its users, technical support to the eGovernance (eOffice)
application and Video Conferencing tools for online training programs, workshops, seminars,
meetings and classes including Moodle, a learning management system.

Additionally, the Institute has a robust Data Centre comprising network-attached to the server to
enable storing and disseminating demographic datasets. The Data Centre currently has all relevant
datasets such as census and various rounds of large-scale surveys conducted by IIPS, which can be
directly accessed by IIPS users. Through a web portal, online databases of surveys by IIPS are also
disseminated to the registered users. The ICT unit has one primary computer lab equipped with 48
personal computers and three LCD projectors and another small lab with 16 personal computers
all connected via the internet.

Prof. S. K. Singh is in-charge of ICT Unit and Mr. A. K. Mishra is the System Manager.

15. PLACEMENT CELL

To facilitate the graduating students to find suitable job opportunities, a Placement Cell was
established at the Institute in 2010. This Cell contacts various organizations / institutes working in
the field of population, health and related areas and conveys the CVs and information about the
students passing out from the Institute.

The Cell also facilitates conducting the campus interviews for organizations interested in recruiting
from IIPS. This provides a unique opportunity for the employers and students to interact with each
other for the benefit of both. The IIPS Placement Cell has been actively involved in skill development
and appraising 1IPS students of career opportunities. A plethora of activities have been undertaken
by the Placement Cell to guide students in their careers. The Placement Cell has also been
coordinating with various companies for the placement of outgoing students. Students from IIPS
landed lucrative placement and internship opportunities from Population Council,
Digiversal, NABARD, Magic 9, and Parul University.

During the financial year 2020-21, the placement cell organized the following activities:
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1. A demo webinar was conducted by Hiration on the deployment of their career platform for IIPS,
guiding students on how to navigate and make the best use of the platform on 26" February 2021.
The placement cell also encouraged students to conduct sessions to demonstrate the process of
availing student discounts while opting for courses from Coursera, Data camp, Tableau, etc.

2. Initiated a spoken tutorial course of Government of India. 1IPS students have been signed up for
various Spoken Tutorial courses being offered by IIT, Mumbai. The courses offered under this
initiative include R, Python, and MySQL with financial support from the 11PS.

Dr. Aparajita Chattopadhyay and Dr. Manas R. Pradhan are the coordinators.

16. SOCIAL MEDIA CELL

Prof. K.S. James, the Director & Sr. Professor, constituted the Social Media Cell of the Institute
on February 12, 2021. The committee has seven members - Prof. Aparajita Chattopadhyay,
Chairperson, Mr. Anjani Kumar Mishra, Mr. Nandlal Mishra, Ms. Aditi, Ms. Akanksha Singh, Ms.
Palak Sharma, and Mr. Bishwajeet Besra. The cell is to enhance the Institute’s presence on various
social media platforms/handles and post regularly about activities, events, publications, job
opportunities, and achievements of the students/faculty/staff. The Facebook, Twitter, and Instagram
profiles of the Institute are created, and the LinkedIn profile is also activated. The committee posts
interactive fact-flyers of projects, publications, job opportunities, and achievements.

The followers of the social media pages are increasing steadily with current number at 2000+ in
Facebook page, more than 400 followers in the Instagram profile, and 300+ followers in the Twitter
handle.

The teaching and training programme at the Institute are mostly residential. The Institute has two
hostels.

LCD televisions are also provided exclusively for
students' use in both hostels. Indoor and outdoor game facilities and a gymnasium are also available.
