Closure Report 

Orientation Programme on  

Prevention of Sexual Harassment against Women at the Workplace (POSH) 

  24th July 2023 

 

The Internal Committee of the IIPS conducted an Orientation Programme on ‘Prevention of Sexual 

Harassment against Women at the Workplace (POSH)" on 24th July 2023, 4PM to 6PM. Faculty 

members, staff, and students of the institute attended the event. Prof. Archana Roy, Chairperson of the 

Internal Committee, talked about the event and introduced the two speakers Mr. Harish Sadani, Hon. 

Secretary and Chief Functionary of Men Against Violence and Abuse (MAWA), Dadar (West), Mumbai, 

and Advocate Monica Sakhrani, a dedicated member of the Committee for the Protection of Democratic 

Rights, she also consulted and trainer of IC.

Mr. Harish Sadani, the first speaker, began with a thought-provoking short film titled "Juice." The film 

served as a basis for a discussion on various important topics, including gender relations in society, gender 

sensitization, and preventing sexual remarks. He addressed the issues of gender-based violence, verbal 

abuse, and different forms of physical and psychological violence, while emphasizing women's rights and 

empowerment. Mr. Sadani shed light on the prevailing patriarchal system and male dominance in society, 

tracing the historical background of legal provisions on sexual harassment through notable cases like 

Nirbhaya, Rupan Deol Bajaj v/s KPS Gill, and the Bhanwari Devi case. Additionally, he explored the 
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strengths and weaknesses of the Vishakha judgments and elaborated on the Sexual Harassment at 

Workplace Act of 2013 and its redressal mechanism.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Lecture by Mr. Harish Sadani 

Advocate Monica Sakhrani, the second speaker, focused on the necessity of an Internal Committee (IC) to 

address sexual harassment issues in the workplace. She elucidated the various roles and responsibilities of 

the IC, along with the functioning of the IC helpline. With real-life examples, she explained the different 

forms of sexual harassment, including verbal, physical, visual, and non-verbal. She clarified that work-

related travel and events are also covered under its purview. Advocate Sakhrani emphasized the role of 

gender norms in shaping women's status, particularly in the context of sexual harassment. She delved into 

the severe consequences of workplace sexual harassment, affecting an individual's job, career, and overall 

well-being, leading to emotional and physical distress and impacting self-esteem. Furthermore, she 

provided a detailed overview of the IC's composition, roles, and responsibilities.
