Report — IKS based Panel discussion relevant to different disciplines

A student interaction session was held on 29th August 2025, from 5:00 P.M. to 6:00 P.M., at the
MSD Classroom, 2nd Floor, Library Building, IIPS. Organized as part of the NEP SAARTHI
initiative, the session engaged First Year Master’s and Ph.D. students in an in-depth discussion on
the Indian Knowledge System (IKS) and its integration within the National Education Policy
(NEP) 2020 framework. NEP Coordinators, NEP SAARTHIs, and senior research scholars
participated actively, creating a vibrant academic atmosphere.

The session commenced with a warm welcome followed by an opening address by Prof. D. A.
